There
will be embedded opportunities for assessment and work experience that plays to your strengths, and that
will support your skills for employment on graduation. You will be supported to complete a Student Record of
Achievement, a record of skills and experiences to present to prospective employers. You will also have the
opportunity to go onto a Masters degree in English, History or Popular Culture, and considering entering our
PhD programme
